Optional Materials:

Preparation:

WHOLE-CLASS INSTRUCTION

Keep all the children together for the various activities in this first part of the
lesson: (1) presentation of new sounds and words at the board, (2) work in the
children’s books, and.(3) listening to stories and poems. Then divide the class for
practice activities as suggested in the latter part of the lesson.

New Sounds and Words at the Board

Introduce the sound sh.

Adjust the Wall Sound Card for sh so that the children can see the picture as
well as the spelling, and tell the following story (or play this part of band 5
of Phonograph Record 1):

The airplane made so much noise that Millie and the cowboy had trouble
hearing each other.

“*What did you say?” shouted the cowboy.

*“I can’t hear you,” shouted Millie.

A few feet away was a lady with a baby carriage. She put her finger to her
lips. “Shh!” (PAUSE). “Please don’t shout. You'll wake my baby. Shh!”

Write sh on the board, and explain that when these letters come together, they
don’t make the s sound or the h sound. They make a different sound, sh. Have
the class say the sound with you.

Reinforce the sound-symbol association by having the children come to the
board five or six at a time to write the spelling sh. Ask all of them to give its
sound. Have the class proofread all the letter forms on the board.

Now open the Word Line Book to Lesson 12 (page 15), and put the word lines
on the board.

UNISON: sh—&,she—. . . . 's(pronounced z)
INDIVIDUAL CHILD: she's She’s a friend of mine.

In teaching she’s in line | and he’s in line 3, have the words sounded and
blended in the usual way. Then point out that She’s my friend is a shorter way
of saying She is my friend. She’s gone home is a shorter way of saying She has
gone home. Explain that we leave out part of the word is or has and put in a
little mark instead. Make the same explanation for he’s. Do not drill on these or
write the words is or has on the board in the course of this explanation. It is not
good practice to expose the children to words they cannot yet sound out.

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In teaching fly, flies in line 4, remind the children that y and i often trade
places. The letter y likes to come at the end. The letter i likes to have other
letters after it.

Write the sentences from the Word Line Book on the board too, and have
several children read each sentence.

Page 45 of the BLUE BOOK

Have the children open their books to page 45. Give them a chance to tell you
about the picture of the lady with her finger to her lips and the sound of the
spelling sh. Then have them darken the faint letters, words, and sentence,
sounding and blending as they write. Check on the poorest writers.

Page 46 of the BLUE BOOK

Dictation
Now that the children have become accustomed to taking dictation in their
books, eliminate the procedure of dictating the lesson at the board first. For
proofreading purposes, make the usual format of blanks on the board, similar to
those in the children’s books, but then have the children turn to page 46 and
take the following dictation dircctly in their books.
“On the first row of blanks in your book, write these sounds: f . . . .,
th . ..., v....sh”(Say the sounds, not the names of the letters.)
“On the second row of blanks, write the sound you hear at the end of
each of these words: my . . . . free . . . . lean . . . ., near.”

On the third row, have the children write the words miles and leaves.

On the fourth row, hides and seas.

On the last line, the sentence: He might see me.

When you give help with vowel spellings (for a sound with alternate spellings),
try letting some of the faster children act as “spelling helpers” and say which
vowel spelling to use.

After the children finish writing each sound, word, or sentence in their books,
write it on the board in the proper blank. Each child in the class should
proofread his own work against the version on the board.

Picture Exercise

Have the children silently read the words beside the two pictures at the
bottom of page 46 and underline the ones which go-with the pictures, she and
fire. Then let a child read the words beside each picture aloud and tell which one
he chose. At this point, anyone who has made a mistake should correct it.

Then have the children write the proper word beneath each picture and
proofread their work against the printed form of the word.

Page 47 of the BLUE BOOK

Have the children turn to page 47. Have several children read the sentence that
tells what Lee and her family see as they leave the airport. (The lights shine.)
Discuss why cars need both headlights and taillights.

Now have the children trace over the faint alphabet for maintenance of
alphabet and writing skills. Have them point out which letters stand for sounds
which they have already studied. Do not present the sounds of the others yet.
